I am going to need a few things from you to make sure that this all goes smoothly.

If you would like to pay in installments, 

please send a $150 check to hold your place with the remaining due in the following 

installments: June 1
st
 $200 full share/$100 half share; August 1

st
 $200/$100.  Please note 

there will be a charge of $25 for returned checks. I thank you in advance for your 

cooperation.

Contract for 2013 

 

Brown Dog Produce will be operating a CSA (Community Supported Agriculture), 

whereby customers will share in the risks and rewards of the agriculture industry. Brown 

Dog Produce will be planting a variety of vegetables including, but not exclusive of, 

tomatoes, peppers, onions, beets, carrots, broccoli, and cauliflower, a variety of lettuce, 

celery, watermelon and cantaloupe.  These vegetables will be produced under as 

“natural” of conditions as possible to reduce the use of pesticides, and commercial 

fertilizers.  However, if a disease or insect problem develops that is not able to be 

controlled by organic methods; we will utilize conventional methods proven safe and 

healthy for our land and our consumption needed to reduce crop loss. Our goal at Brown 

Dog Produce is to produce the highest quality produce in a healthy and environmentally 

friendly manner. The produce will be handled under sanitary conditions, to reduce the 

possibility of food borne illness. 

 

Produce will be provided weekly beginning approximately the first week of June and last 

for approximately 18-20 weeks.  These are weather dependeNT dates, and will be 

flexible.  Should produce be available earlier in the spring or later in the fall, you will be 

notified by your choice of methods as indicated below (we prefer email to reduce paper 

waste and to get notices to you in a timely manner). 

 

All produce will be provided in large bins with signs that tell you what you are supposed 

to take. At the first pick you will receive a cloth bag with our farm name on it. You are 

responsible for bringing your bag to the farm each week to collect your produce. As is the 

case with many CSA’s, all produce will be planted to maximize the length of the growing 

season, however, there will be weeks in which you may receive less than one share of 

produce, and other weeks when you may receive more than one share, all dependant on 

Mother Nature. 

 

Brown Dog Produce’s mission is to serve the local community with fresh, healthful fruits 

and vegetables throughout the growing season all the while striving to be excellent 

stewards of our land.  If we have an overabundance of produce, you will have the option 

of taking more than what your box will hold at no extra cost.   

 

One full share, equal to one ½ bushel box weekly, will cost $550 or one half share, equal 

to one peck box weekly, will cost $350.  Payment should be paid by check made payable 

to Simonson Farms.
